Columbian Exchange Food Project
What is your favorite meal?  Have you ever wondered where it originated?  Chances are the ingredients in your favorite dish came from places all over the globe that were brought together through the Columbian Exchange.

Project Instructions:  

1. On a poster, write a 5-7 sentence paragraph in which you define and explain the impact of the Columbian Exchange on Asia, Africa, Europe and the New World.  Feel free to do additional research, but do not copy and paste information from the Internet and claim it as your own. (30 points)
2. Write-out the recipe for a product that was transported on with the Columbian Exchange. (15 points)
3. Identify the origin of the Columbian Exchange ingredient in this dish.  Where did each spice or item first come from?  Include this information on your poster. Tell where the food is cultivated today and describe some typical recipes, how it is used, or any interesting facts. (30 points)
4. Include drawings or photos of your food.(10 points)
5. Bring in some food!  This needs to be a small dish of what you researched for the project.  This part is worth 15 points, so you can still get a good grade even if you don’t bring in the food.
Rules for recipe: 

1) Recipe selections are due on Monday and must be approved. You will get a 0 as a project grade if the recipe is not approved. 

2) Some of the things listed below are not food (cotton. Tobacco, marigolds etc) although other things other than food were traded on the Columbian Exchange this project is a FOOD project so it must be eatable. 

3) Your recipe may combine ingredients from Old and New Worlds however one ingredient, the man ingredient your project is over, should be a primary ingredient in the dish.
