Common Questions:

1. What is your re-testing policy?  Are there certain requirements students must meet before they are allowed to re-test such as attending after-school tutoring?

A: Students are allowed to re-test on Summative Unit Exams, but not almost theres, Quizzes or the Final.  In order to retake an exam a student must complete the google survey, study guide provided to them and attend one study session before the retake. This can be during AO or after school on Monday’s, this will need to be stated in the google survey when you are planning to come in. The scores from both tests will be averaged together.  
2. What is your policy on late work? Are all assignments allowed to be turned in late? What are the guidelines and/or penalties for turning in late work (points off each day; must be turned in within a week, etc.)?

A: Students can hand in any assignment late within that unit. I will not accept late work when we have moved on to the next unit.  Any late classwork/homework, no matter how late, will be 50% off, and then further points will be deducted based on correctness, etc.  Any project or essay that is 1 day late will receive a 11% deduction, 2 days late 22%, 3 days 33%, etc. No assignment will have a deduction over 50% for being late.  However, penalties for accuracy on assignment will still apply.
